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Background

The City is required by state law to identify and
maintain an Available Sites Inventory that
provides zoning and land use at densities
considered feasible to accommodate the City’s
RHNA for all income levels.

The minimum density approved by the state to
provide opportunities for affordable units in
Rocklin is currently 22 units per acre.

In July 2018, the City Council directed staff to
proceed with development of a strategy to
address Non-Residential / Residential Land Use
Balance and ongoing compliance with the City’s
RHNA requirements.
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Background

In August 2018, the City Council also
directed the formation of an Ad Hoc
Committee to assist staff and the City
Council in these efforts.

The Committee’s recommendations are
advisory only and so far have been in the
form of a series of straw poll votes.

Staff will present the results of the
Committee’s recommendations in detail at
the workshop as well as the process by

which the sites were identified.
