WHEREAS, Red Ribbon Week began after the March 1985 torture and brutal murder of
DEA Special Agent Enrique “Kiki” Camarena by drug traffickers in Mexico; and

service organizations, senior citizens, medical and military personnel, sports teams, and
individuals throughout the State of California will demonstrate their commitment to drug-free,
healthy lifestyles by wearing red ribbons during this weeklong celebration; and

a safe and healthy future for our children; and

WHEREAS, the objective of Red Ribbon Week 2022 is to promote this view through drug
prevention, education, parental involvement, and community-wide support.
